The Knox County Humane Society is not 
liable to me for any injuries, damage, liabilities, losses, judgments, costs and/or expenses whatsoever which I might 
suffer or sustain in connection with the performance of my volunteer activities for KCHS unless they are the result of the 
Knox County Humane Society’s gross negligence or intentional misconduct.  I agree to indemnify, defend and hold 
harmless the Knox County Humane Society, any of the officers, employees or agents of said corporate entity from any 
and all liability arising out of the performance of my volunteer duties.  I understand that any intentional misconduct or 
grossly negligent performance of my volunteer activities or my breach of any of the Knox County Humane Society’s 
rules, regulations, policies or mission will result in my immediate termination as a volunteer.
